What Is E-Rezeki?
	E-Rezeki is one of the program organized by Malaysia Digital Economy Corporation (MDEC) under campaign #YOUCANDUIT. The purpose of the program is letting citizen, especially from group B40 to earn extra income via online crowdsourcing platform. There are several ways for its user to earn income such as digital micro-task, digital works, and digitally-enabled task.
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 The digital micro task is a simple task including data entry using online forms, editing duplicated data, reviewing photos and images, downloading task, SEO related task and much more. Meanwhile, digital works are for the freelancer with minimum skills to work for other people via the platform. Tons of jobs are available in the platform such as website designing, mobile app development, logo designs, graphic design, digital marketing, virtual assistant, writer, copywriting, transcript, just to name a few. The digitally-enabled task is a task that has to be done offline or on-site. For example, one can find a plumber, electrician, cleaners or event part-time crews from the online platform but the workers need to perform their work in a specified location. E-Rezeki allows its participants to earn extra income, at the same time, they can learn some skills by doing their jobs. Jobs can be done anywhere, everywhere and anytime provided one has internet access by using freelancer.com as a platform. Although it is an online platform, it is incredibly safe from fraud and scam. Freelancer.com performs like a man in between two parties, that is, the freelancer and the client. If there are a misunderstanding or dishonesty on one of the party, they will act as the intermediate between the two parties. Thus, there is no doubt that it is suitable and safe for every Malaysian from students, graduates, housewife and the unemployed.
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The Effort Made By MDEC In Expanding E-Rezeki
	E-Rezeki online is available for Malaysian citizens with a minimum age of 18 years old. Malaysian citizens with income below RM4,000 a month are preferred to join this program than those whose income are above RM4,000. However, they do not prohibit those citizens to join this program. Registration can be done online or walk-in at E-Rezeki center or representative of E-Rezeki for all Malaysian citizen. There are ten E-Rezeki training centers nationwide, including in Kedah. In the effort of expanding e-Rezeki program, various program organized by E-Rezeki under MDEC to allow people to know more about this E-Rezeki. For example, campaign, seminar, sharing of success stories and other activities were organized nationwide for everyone to join. Campaign #YOUCANDUIT is one of the most active campaigns, carried out from time to time, to promote E-Rezeki and eUsahawan under MDEC. The latest program is Program Santuni Rakyat with the aim to aid the citizen in the aspect of health, economy, and family.   
                         










Impact Of E-Rezeki To Malaysia
Program E-Rezeki brings enormous positive impact to Malaysia in the aspect of the economy, pretty contrary to popular belief. As a matter of fact, it allows Malaysian to earn income in their extra time, and at the same time, they learned some extra skills beyond their full-time jobs, which generally is fairly significant.
