Since exercise is part and parcel of our everyday lives, it is vital to inculcate the awareness in public about the predominant role of exercise in daily lives in order to promote a healthy lifestyle in modern society. 
	Hence, we have planned to host a charity sports event to incorporate the purpose of instilling the interest of exercise in people while lending a helping hand to those who are in need and our target group would be the orphanages from Orphan Care Foundation in Johor Bahru. Through this program, it is hoped that more people will be willing to render help and support to the disadvantaged and vulnerable groups in the society to make their lives better.
	This event would be named as Charity Games, in which the games pertaining to sports are to be held in the purpose of raising funds and boosting people’s motivation to start an exercise routine as people who do not exercise can have fun when joining the event as well. Not only for UTM staffs and students, but public is welcomed to participate in the event so that different categories of people can be involved in our event.

· To provide a chance to students to show and present themselves 
















3) PROBLEM STATEMENT

	There are several problems that had been faced by all of us when carrying out this project. First of all, lack of experience and soft skills was the major problem that we encountered during preparation for the event. Since all of us had never been involved in setting up a big event like this, it was challenging for us to tackle the problems efficiently and effectively during the progress of the event. For instance, we found out that we could not make a quick and precise decision even when dealing with some trivial problems, which in turn lead to a low productivity in accomplishing our tasks.
          Furthermore, we had faced a few problems when finding the sponsorships. Due to the limited funds that we had, it was a must for us to find sponsorship for our event. However, we were worn out when finding the sponsorships as there were lots of things to do within a limited time. For example, we had to create a list of ideal sponsors, spending lots of efforts in doing sponsorship proposals and finally contact and convince them that we could bring benefits for them in order to get the sponsorships. Hence, prior to contacting the sponsor, we need to plan everything that are going to be explained about the ways that we can do good for them, including the social media promotion and so on.
          Moreover, we had difficulty in providing transportation for our participants because for some UTM students, the venue is far away from the colleges where they stay in and unfortunately bus services in UTM were not available during weekends. Last but not least, ineffective communication among group members had caused some adverse effects such as a major slowdown in the progress of this project. For instance, despite tasks are well-distributed, there are some urgent situations that we did things on our own, but we ended up forgetting to acknowledge the others because of the jam-packed schedule, which resulted in more issues to be addressed and more time was spent to fix those problems.





4) EVENT DETAILS

4.1.The Marathon
	For the beginning of the charity games there will be some a marathon for the participant that will start at 7.00 am in the morning at Azman Hashim Stadium, Universiti Teknologi Malaysia, Johor Bahru. The marathon is one of the main events that we will conducted for this Charity Games because people of all ages can take part in the marathon, and it is considered as a warming up activity as the games will be conducted after the marathon. The marathon is held not only to target and aim for those who seldom do exercises in their daily lives, but also raise funds for those in need. The marathon will start at Azman Hashim Stadium as stated earlier and then the participant will pass through Scholar Inn,  UTM International then KTC, and finally go to the Padang Kawad in the UTM as the ending point. 

4.2. The Games
	The Games consist of five sports that will be played that day which are basketball, futsal, badminton, ping pong and tennis. The interesting part of the Charity games which is the sports that are going to be played are not selected by the participant themselves but chosen randomly by OCM of each sport. In addition, the explanation for the details of each part will be written below:

4.2.1. Basketball
		For the basketball, we are planning to held a 3 on 3 basketball game as one of our charity games. We choose 3 on 3 to make a lot of team so the time will not be too fast since the participant will be divided into 4 different games that will be played at the same time. The rules that willbe used are the international rules with 7 minutes each game. The basketball games will be held at the K9 basketball court.
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4.2.2.  Futsal 
		The futsal games will be held at K9 futsal court. A team of 9 with 4 substitute 	players will be chosen for a team. For the time each game will be about 8 minutes per 	round.
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4.2.3 Tennis
		Tennis is one of other kind of sports that we will hold for the Charity games. To make the games more fun and more excited and also more competitive, there will be both single and double for the tennis. And the tennis game will take place at the KTC tennis court.


4.2.4 Badminton
For badminton games, we are going to make the single and the double for the games. The groups of the badminton will be arranged as soon as the name of the participant of the charity game are ready. There will be both men’s doubles and women’s doubles for badminton. 

4.2.5 Ping Pong
		The Ping Pong is one of the unique games that are to be held for the Charity Games. One of the reasons that we choose the ping pong as one of the charity games is due to the consideration for the elderly that would like to join us in the games. Thus, we make the Ping Pong as one of our games to create a win-win solution for this problem.


4.3. Food festival
	We would plan to organize a food festival during the sports event. Because after a tiring run and after the games there will be some of the participant that are hungry or need more water. Also, we would like to invite a maximum number of 20 food sellers because we will only provide 20 places at most. The invitation letters will be sent to the food sellers. And the food sellers that want to contribute in our event are requested to prepare all the information including the food menu, total cost and the number of workers and their details in case of security. For joining our event, each of the food seller will be requested to pay RM90 as a fee for the stall. And in return, we will prepare a facilitator for each of the stall to help the food seller throughout the event and coordinate the venue.
	In order to promote this Food Festival, we will make an online advertisement and we will share the advertisement through all of the social media platforms that we have such as Instragam, Facebook, twitter and so on.



4.4. The charity
	The charity is one of our main purpose in holding this event. The money that will be given for the charity will be taken from 30% of our income that we get by holding this event, starting from the registration fee until the food festival. The charity will be given to those in need and as stated before the target group of our event is the orphanages from the Orphan Care foundation in Johor Bahru. The Charity program will be held the next day after the sports event is all cleared. The participant will gather at the same checkpoint which is Padang Kawad in the UTM to get in the bus and go to the Orphan Care foundation in Johor Bahru. There all of the participant may join and help to give the charity and play along with the kids during the visit.
