Marine Plastic Pollution

We transform our magnificent world into a toxic bowl. Approximately 8 million tons of plastic enters the oceans annually and we are entering a future with far more plastic than fish in the ocean by 2050.
The plastic consumption and waste mismanagement protests the deaths of numerous aquatic birds and animals by interference or starvation, and contributes in industrial pollution of the food we consume.
Plastic waste has become a serious threat to our marine ecosystem and Marine biodiversity has also been affected by it. The plastic garbage has been collected in the sea floor which is permanently destroying our ecosystem.
Plastic and polythenes, in particular, make the aquatic atmosphere horrible. Plastic is a critical part of our everyday lives even though we talk twice a day about removing plastic from our lives. Eventually, the waste from plastic bags to pesticides reaches the waterways, whether through intentional throwing or from drainage through drains and rivers.
Strong trash is headed to the ocean. Plastic bags, flowers, glass bottles, clothes, packaging material – if not disposed of properly, almost everything that we throw away will hit the water. Often, marine animals misplayed the plastic waste which decomposes very slowly.
High levels of synthetic material, especially plastic bags, have just been found to obstruct breathing passages and bladders of several marine organisms, such as whales, dolphins, seals, puffins and turtles. Plastic six-pack bottle rings can also choke marine animals. This waste can also return to land, where it contaminates shores as well as marine ecosystems.
More than 220 million tons of plastic are produced each year. Plastic debris kills more than a million sea birds each year, and more than 100,000 marine animals. Plastic products and other litters may be accumulated in certain regions called gyres due to underwater pollution caused by oceanic currents. There are now five gyres in our world.
If someone throws plastic waste in the ocean, it floats for a little while and falls to the seafloor. Marine animals are taking pieces of floating plastics to think about their food which creates a danger situation for their normal health. As a result, marine animals face premature and unusual deaths.
Marine fisheries are also experiencing massive casualties. Plastic does not seem to be a food for marine fisheries. It's not sweet. But why do they take it as their food? The next time you get into any sea resort, we should take plastic to smell. And I'm sure we're going to find a fishy smell.
The Royal Institute of Sea Research of Netherland proved that from underwater species i.e. micro plankton to giant whales, are taking the pieces of plastic trash as their food every day.

In 1975, the world's fishing industry alone dropped more than 1.3 million tons of plastic fishing gear and twenty-three thousand tonnes synthesized packing material in to the sea. For example, a report on Halifax Harbour in Canada found that 62% of the overall harbour litter came from leisure and land-based sources. On the other side, the rest of the waste in beaches away from urban areas (e.g. Alaska) is made up of marine garbage.
Not just the aesthetically displeasing plastic waste, as well as the less noticeable small plastic pellets and granules are really a danger to marine biota which are found in large quantities on the beaches. Sadly, the disposal of plastic waste into the ocean is a growing problem. For example, surveys conducted in beaches of South Africa, five years off, the density of all plastic debris has increased considerably.
 Globally, plastic trash is rising constantly. Ocean Conservancy thinks if we don't stop the pollution of plastics from today, there will be 250 million metric tons of plastic waste in the marine environment worldwide by 20150. Like 1 pound of plastic for every 3 pounds of underwater fishing which is so horrible.
So I think if we stop this pollution right now, it's going to be too late. As per the 2015 survey, "Each year 80 million metric tons of plastic trash directly hinder the marine ecosystem in the world." It is already a global issue.
It's destroying the beauty of nature, too. So, if it continues to be destroyed, the tourism sector will have a huge loss. In Bangladesh, many sea beaches are becoming dirty with plastic waste. Marine birds are suffering from this, as well. They take bits of plastic as their food, by mistake which results an unusual death and abnormal life.
The island of Saint Martin is one and the only coral island in Bangladesh. And it takes 10,000 years to be ready to create an island such kind.
The island of Saint Martin is one of the most visited tourist spots in Bangladesh. Millions of tourists go there every year to enjoy the beauty of the sea. But when they return to their homes, they leave behind a huge plastic trash.
Last year, when I visited Saint Martin Island, I met a person named Tuhin, who is a local tourist guide and lives there. I had a great conversation with him regarding the marine life destruction. He told me “We silently harm the ecosystem on a routine basis, and now we are affected by this problem."
CARDMA (Coastal Area Resource Development and Management Association) submitted a survey on 2 March 2010. The aim of this study was to raise public awareness of biodiversity conservation, sustainable development and adaptation to climate change in Cox Bazar and St. Martin's Island in Bangladesh as part of the International Year of Biodiversity.
We're supposed to take a big step to change the future. The world should work together to save marine biodiversity and the sea. 
On 8th September, 2018, a major clean-up program took place in the Pacific Ocean. Under this program, a 600-metre-long float was sent in the deep ocean to filter 5 tons of plastic waste from the marine environment every month which was a good approach.
In Bangladesh, Coca-Cola and Team Keokradang organize a clean-up program called "Saint Martin's Island Clean-up Campaign" on Saint Martin's Island annually. It's been going on continuously for the last five years. That is the national shared exterior of Ocean Conservancy and Coca Cola. Not only do they clean the marine environment and water resources from plastic waste, but they also make locals and tourists aware of a need to keep marine biodiversity safe from all kinds of harmful products.
Annually, from all over the world take action to clean up numerous sea beaches and coastal areas from plastic waste in “International Coastal Clean-Up Day”. On 17th November the same intention, they came together for the same intention last year. Keokradong Muntasir Mamun's organizer briefed volunteers and visitors on this program and addressed a number of questions. A garbage collection system was completed for local school students on 18 November. During one week, they cleaned up 2,100 kg of trash.
Several new initiatives have also been included in their plan in the last year including coordinating social awareness events for local students, residents and public officials. And it also encourages the next generation to take the right steps to save marine biodiversity. As a result, local people are working hard to protect the environment from plastics or other waste.
80% of the total accumulation of plastic garbage in seafloor comes from food packs or plastic bottles. The main objective was to educate local people about the proper management of the waste to preserve the environment.  Students and residents have also promised to try their hardest to save the island of Saint Martin.
The island of Saint Martin is a magnificent wetland by nature. Every year, a million local and international visitors come to visit this island. This is the inner beauty that has been created for a thousand years. To keep the beautiful coral charm of the island of Coca-Cola and Keokradong running together. It is our duty to keep the circumstances and biodiversity safe.
The relationship between the sea and the land depends on our practices. So, that we are not going to deny our responsibility. Many tourist groups and the Bangladesh Ministry of Tourism are already working together to restore the beauty of the island of Saint Martin.
In that case, at the end of the day, they're getting a good result.
So I think this is possible if we really try to keep our nature safe from plastic pollution.
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
